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Developments of the New Displacement Situation ( Harib ) (2) - Ma'rib Governorate
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Overview

Harib directorate in yemen is facing a critical humanitarian crisis due to the ongoing military
escalation of the terrorist Houthi militia. There is an increase in the number of IDPs in the
directorate with the continuation of the Houthi militia's attacks and its continuous shelling
of villages and populated areas with various types of weapons, and more than (628)
households have been displaced from their areas of origin to separated areas in the
directorate of Harib and the directorate of the city of Ma'rib and Ma'rib al-Wadi. These IDPs
face dicult conditions and severe and extremely complex suering, as they suer from a lack of
shelter, Non-food items and food security, and are forced to live with other households or
establish temporary housing that lacks the basic foundations for a decent life Here, the
partners and dores must move quickly to provide relief to these aected households and
provide them with the necessary support, including the provision of shelter, Non-food items,
Health Care, Protection, Clean Water, sanitation services and other basic services. The focus
must be on meeting the basic needs of these IDPs, improving their living conditions, and
working to reduce the suering and tragedy they suer from. The international community
must assume its responsibility to provide adequate support to help these aected
households and work on putting an end to this grave humanitarian crisis. In addition, the
focus must be on the humanitarian and human rights aspects of this crisis, and guarantee
the protection of human rights and limiting the negative eects of forced displacement. must
provided protection and safety for and guarantee that they are not exposed to violations,
stop the militia's madness and its dangerous aggression against civilians, and in light of the
international and regional eorts to end the war and dealing comprehensive and permanent
political solution to the yemeni crisis, which guarantees peace, stability and sustainable

development for yemen
